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Health and Safety Policy

   Provide such information, instruction and training and supervision as 
may be necessary to ensure the Health and Safety at work of its 
employees.
   Make regular risk assessments available to its employees.
   Take appropriate preventative and protective measures.
   Provide employees with health surveillance where necessary.
   Appoint competent personnel to secure compliance with statutory 
duties.

This policy will be regularly monitored to ensure that it is being 
implemented. It will be reviewed regularly or as may be required by 
changing circumstances, and revised as necessary.
